Most of the houses and gardens in Cornwall were
built by people from Cornwall who had made their
fortune from the tin and copper mining industry at
the start of the Industrial Revolution. While
nowadays people might buy super yachts to display
their wealth, in the Vietorian era, the fashion was to
create the most spectacular gardens using plants
imported from around the world.

Walking on the South West Coast Path

As well as visiting gardens, we will also ensure you get to enjoy the
wonder of the South West Coast Path during your time with us. The
houses, gardens and coast of Cornwall is all inextricably linked

Falmouth University is one of the best universities in the
UK for the Creative Arts.

The local population of Falmouth & Penryn is around
35,000. It is a beautiful location at the mouth of the Fal
Estuary which is world-famous for sailing and watersports.

The harbour towns of Falmouth and Penryn are lively
student towns and there is always lots going on, plus there
are three different beaches to enjoy around the two towns.

Accommodation & classrooms

All the classrooms, accommodation, dining and leisure facilities are
located on the same campus and everything is within a few minutes’
walk.

The accommodation has been designed as a student village. There are
lots of trees and gardens and it is just a short walk from the
accommodation to the main teaching buildings.

The modern accommodation is provided in flats with 7 bedrooms in
each flat. Fach student will have a private room with en-suite
bathroom. And each flat has a shared living room and kitchen for
students to use (please see the floor plan on the next page).

In each accommodation block, there are four floors with 7 flats on
each floor. Each floor and the whole accommodation block is
protected by security doors that require a key code. Students will have
keys for their own rooms. Males and females will be accommodated in
separate flats.

Our staft are available and on-site 24 hours per day. Please note university accommodation is only available
during July & August. llowever, we do offer host families, B&Bs and hotel accommodation at any time.
Alternatively, we can also help you rent a private apartment or cottage while you are here in Cornwall.

Dining Room & Food

All the food is freshly prepared on site by the university catering
team. Each day the students will have: a buffet breakfast, a packed
lunch and 2 course evening meal.

In the mornings there will be a buftet service, continental
breakfast with cereals, toast and pastries available alongside hot
and cold drinks.

Lunch is provided as a freshly-made packed lunch for students to
take on their excursions and aclivilies.

Then in the evenings, there will always be a hot meal with both vegetarian and meat options. Plus, a tasty
pudding. As everything is prepared freshly on site, we can prepare meals to suit your tastes. We are always keen
to discuss this in advance so meals are enjoyed and food waste 1s minimised.

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Host family accommodation

We inspect all our accommodation every
year and all our host families have full DBS (UK police) checks.
